DECORATIVE FABRICS – SYNERGY OF CREATIVITY, NATURE AND TECHNOLOGY
 Portfolio as a part of an artistic work includes decorative samples based on African motifs. Decorative products are realized through different combinations of natural colorants and screen prints applied on the fabrics, where the colorants are connected with nature, and screen prints are connected with technology. As a possibility, thermocromic colorants are suggested, as they enrich decorative component and quality of final products. Also, water/-oil repellent agents enhanced functional properties of products.  Inspiration for the final product comes from decorative fabrics, such as cup coats and table coasters, which in combination with chosen samples and aftertreatment create an inovative product.
